Widespread migration combined with increasing internationalization
of institutions and organizations calls upon us to reflect upon the
importance of establishing common denominators, which extend
beyond ethnic origins, religions and cultures.

Mission Statement
The SROH strives to promote a global vision of the
human being, which goes beyond specialization. The
concept of prevention put forward by the SROH does 
not seek to identify potentially inadapted individuals; 
but is rather aimed at fostering the development of 
individuals through education and learning.  It is inspired
by the work of its founder, Moncef Guitouni, who 
proposes among other things a process of continuous
improvement through learning, reinforcement and 
evolution.  

The dissemination of the learnings achieved through 
the work of the SROH is intended to provide a new 
perspective on human dynamics, which strengthen 
learning abilities and inter-personal communications.
This approach takes into account the necessary balance
between individual well-being and community spirit,
which is essential to life in society.

Foundation and objectives

The recognition of the duality,
which characterizes the person,
namely the human identity in par-
allel with the social identity, con-
stitutes one of the key elements of
the multidimensional approach of
the founder of the SROH. This
distinction allows for a better
understanding of the elements
inherent to a person as well as
those stemming from his culture
or social environment.

In this perspective, the fundamen-
tal objectives pursued by the
organization are the following:

1. The first objective aims at
consolidating the individual
balance by reinforcing his
human and social identities.
It seeks to develop human,
relational and professional
competency, which consti-
tutes a necessary condition
for the realization of the sec-
ond objective. 

2. The second objective aims
for a responsible individual
commitment in the exercise
of one’s profession and of
one’s role as a citizen, a com-
mitment fuelled by the will
for continuous improvement
within the community,
respect for human values and
a sense of cooperation.

More specifically, the SROH endeavours to:

• Make accessible a preventive approach which
recognises the multiple facets of the person; 

• Assist and support parents, youth and those who
have social responsibilities to be aware of the
necessity of promoting healthy and well-balanced
family life rather than defending specific family
structures; 

• Emphasize the need to invest in the development of
personal competencies and to go beyond structural
changes;

• Empower youth to develop their sense of responsi-
bility towards themselves and the community by
cultivating the importance of surpassing themselves
through action; 

• Promote the emergence of an authentic spirit of
cooperation.

To achieve this, the organization fosters a responsible
individual commitment within society. 

In the realm of education, the SROH has worked
since its foundation to sensitize parents and educators
of the human and social consequences that result
from marginalization of children within the school
environment. It has promoted a novel approach to
understanding inadapted persons. 

In relation to the family, the SROH has endeavoured
to underline the importance of its renewal as a shield
against conditioning and robotization of individuals.
It has underscored the importance of the family as a
unique caring environment for the development of the
children’s human identity. 

In relation to youth, the SROH has in many instances
avoided to society many economic, social and human
costs by helping young people to become better 
citizens through to the reinforcement of their human
and social identity through the support provided to
parents and teachers.
